PLYMOUTH, Wis. – July 17, 2019 – Sargento Foods Inc. and employee volunteers will team 
up with future Habitat for Humanity homeowners to build the company’s 30th Habitat home in the 
Milwaukee area. Sargento has partnered with Milwaukee Habitat for Humanity for 27 years and 
was the organization’s first corporate sponsor.
